Powered by an electric drill motor, the portable EZ Car Lift can safely lift your car up to 26 inches high


Working under a car may not be the most comfortable thing for some people, especially when you can only achieve 16 inches of ground clearance with ordinary jack stands. First, you lift one side, then the other, each time wedging the jack handle into a wall stud or freshly painted drywall. Before haphazardly landing on the creeper, you give the 3,000-4,000 pound car a shake to make sure that the stands will hold before rolling underneath the chassis. It’s your only option if garage space limits your ability to install a full lift. 

EBM Design, Inc. has a solution in the form of EZ Car Lift. Powered by an electric hand drill, the low-rise, low-profile lift can raise a 4,400-pound car a full 26 inches off the ground to give any amateur mechanic or weekend racer plenty of comfortable work space. 

The lift consists of two lifting ramps and two cross bars that can be assembled with a box wrench or a socket and driver. The cross bars are available in different lengths to accommodate anything from a compact Triumph TR2 to a bulky Chevy Astro. Available in steel and aluminum, the lift has a total weight of less than 164 pounds, with the heaviest section weighing in at only 61 pounds. 

Unlike other low-rise lifts, the EZ Car Lift is designed to rise vertically rather than in an arc motion so it can be operated safely in the garage, on a driveway or at the race track. The specially designed legs occupy less space than four common jack stands. If you’re working in a single car garage or other particularly tight space and can’t roll the lift into position under the car, place the lift on the floor and drive the car slowly over the flexible, low-profile cross bars. Optional casters can be attached to the lift so the car can be moved while its wheels are off the ground. This makes the EZ Car Lift perfect for long-term projects, seasonal storage or for leaving the car raised but moved out of the way while you wait for parts or the spare time. When lowered, it sits four inches off the ground and can be stored against a wall, beneath your car or in separate sections and tucked between the wall studs.
